  All competitors will be required to hold a valid Motorsport UK Competition licence 

All classes for the Championship will be as designated by the event organisers bin 

the supplementary regulations for each event.

 Tie Breakers will be resolved by taking the competitor.

The winner will be the competitor with the highest total points from
